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I owe my enthusiasm for beautiful cars and  
motorsports in general to my older brother.  
As a mechanical engineer, I often saw him with  
his best friend tinkering late into the night on 
further developing solutions in the automotive 
sector. The combination of striving for technical 
perfection and embracing unmistakable design –  
to form a complete whole out of many parts – 
has always appealed to and fascinated me.

Two years ago I was invited by a good friend to 
the „International Concours d’Elegance“ in  
Schwetzingen, Germany. I was struck by the similar 
emotion of enthusiasm – this feeling of freedom  
that cars can represent: roof and windows  
open, traveler and road connected, surrounded 
by nature – all the senses are present …

… these special objects are also full of beauty 
and opportunity for artistic liberties!

I was particularly struck by the WUNDERCAR  
COLLECTION by Dr. Zschocke, and his unique hom-
age to the automobile. The artist Heiner Meyer 
designed one of the five cars in a very special 
way; in NEW HORIZON, the car becomes a canvas 
and transports art into everyday life. Art becomes 
mobile and leaves the confines of a museum 
and makes art tangible for everyone, anywhere.

As a sculptor and painter, I have always been 
fascinated by depicting speed and motion  
dynamics; how can I make movement visible in a 
two-dimensional image? I’ve thought about this for  
a long time and what is better suited for this than 
the tires, rims, and spokes of a car? We all know the 
visual effect that a wheel rim rotating more than  
16 revolutions per second no longer is perceived  
by the human eye as a multi-piece object, but rather 
looks as a single stationary entity. It suddenly  
seems to stand still. It changes color and struc-
ture, taking on a universal shape that unifies 
all the different moving parts. And as a special 
feature, when it doesn’t make quite as many rota-
tions, it even spins backwards for the viewer!

The rotating chrome wheel rims and spokes reflect  
the surroundings and orbits around itself to create  
a new image out of light and color, a transformation. 
Everything is all at once new and novel but also 
familiar and usual … sturdy and formidable,  
yet light and carefree. A feeling we all long for ...
